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Safety suggestions 
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Work in a well ventilated area.  Avoid breathing soldering fumes.

2. Check the power cord for damage before plugging it in

3. Do not leave an unattended soldering iron plugged in.
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Clean the soldering iron tip with a moistened sponge/towel.  Do not flip excess soldering off the tip.
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For solder to bond properly, materials must be clean and hot enough to melt the solder.

6. Store the hot iron in a soldering stand.
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Handle hot objects with extreme care, report any burns to your instructor.
