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Shop Tool Inventory
Scenario:  You have been hired to teach Agricultural Mechanics at Paradise Valley High School.  By remarkable coincidence SHOP II is exactly like the PVHS shop.  Before you begin classes you need to determine what tools are available.  To do this you will create a tool inventory.  The inventory should consist of the correct tool name and quantity.  Use the tool identification manual as an aid.  You may wish to note tool condition, location, or other factors that might affect you use of the tool for instruction.  Include stationary tools such as welders and sheet metal tools. 
You should organize the list in a way that makes it useful to you.  Such as by type (plumbing), or location (north tool storage).  Review tool list and storage information the text book.  Use notebook paper to continue the list below.
Work with your group, but you must turn in your own work (online).  Type the list into a Word Document (use a table like the one below) and complete the assignment by writing a brief summary that addresses the following:

· General limitations to delivering ag mechanics instruction.  For example it would be hard to teach welding if you don’t have any welders.  Use the Secondary Standards for Ag Mechanics as a guide for what might be taught.
· Comment on condition and storage.  What do you like and dislike?
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
